Busting Steelies on the Cha-
grin!

Well, after listening to Jim Chamberlain's "Fish
with Jim Oultfitters" seminars, and talks about
how good the steelhead fishing was on the riv-
ers in Ohio that feed into Lake Erie, Tom O'
Harris and | booked a trip with Jim for Novem-
ber 14", Conditions were not perfect, sunny, on
the weekend (potentially crowded), and no rain
in the last week to really get the steelhead mov-
ing into the streams. Because of these condi-
tions, Jim took us to the Chagrin River on the
East side of Cleveland OH in a little town called
Willoughby (go to Google Maps and make that
your default location for a map). Then go to
http://www.dnr.state.oh.us/watercraft/
tabid/2306/Default.aspx for launch or public ac-
cess locations we used.

We started off early in the

morning upstream  from

Todd Field, drifting a double

single egg & double spawn

sack below a float. The trick

was where we were casting

too! Right into the V of a

downed 70-80 ft tall tree in

belly deep water on the

west bank, then drifting the

float alongside the tree

back to us. Figured out

quickly that they preferred

single egg rigs and Tom

hooked up two and landed

one, having to drop his rod around the tree sev-
eral times. After a few more misses (0 for 4) by
yours truly, we worked back to the lower part of
the hole and worked the area, but the fish were-
n’t too interested.

We walked downstream to the first railroad trestle
was to see if the spot was open, it wasn't, butlide

go back later in the day. We then hopped in thektru
and went to the dam, where the east fork of the Cha
grin meets the main branch, again, there didn'itrsee

to be much

action, and more than a few people on the spot.
So Jim took us to the soccer fields (says
"Soccer" on the map). We worked upstream to
the Rocky hole, about ¥4 mile from the last spot
you can park, and on the first drift of a bottom
bouncing spawn bag, hooked up a good fish,
stayed on for maybe 4 minutes before it had
enough and spit the hook. About 12 drifts later,
| hooked up to a nice fish, and after about 8-10
minutes, landed a dandy fresh in the river that
day 8.5-9Ib steelhead.

A fish that is in the river less than 24 hrs has

the pearly scales on it's tail still, but soon loses
them. We worked the rocky hole for another
hour & a half, with multiple hits and 3 more
hook ups, but none landed. By this time it was
about noon we decided to work up to the next
hole upriver, close to 1 mile up stream.

When we got to this spot, there were 5-7 peo-
ple on the other side of the river with one or two
fish, so we could work the opposite side of the
hole. Well, over the next hour or so Tom and |
had hooked into 8-10 fish landing 3 and releas-
ing one (well two if you count the one that
wrapped around my leg and broke the leader
off). The other fisherman were perplexed how
we were getting strikes and they weren't!

Ah lunch time, relaxing and cooling down, before

we went back to the train trestle down stream from

Todd Field about 3:30pm. This is where it got enter

taining as well as the deepest

i



hole we fished. We had a few strikes and hook ups
on bottom bouncing spawn sacks and | landed a
smaller steelhead (nice griller). Jim then decided to
start rigging up artificial and rigged up a dual single
bead rig float rig. Sure enough | hooked into 3 fish
in 20 minutes, nary landing a one. But one of these
was spectacular 5-6 Ib category fish jumping over
9 times before he managed to escape the hook.
Tom was soon rigged up the same, and hooked
into a steely on steroids as the fish fought well
over 15 minutes. He landed a gorgeous buck
steely in full spawning colors about 7.5 Ibs. During
that same time, Jim had rigged up one of his 1/32
ounce white feather jigs below a float rig and yours
truly had 4 more hookups and of course didn’t land
any of them, lol, psycho steelhead. This was about
where we couldn’t see the floats anymore. Final
tally for the day, over 30 fish hooked and fought
with 8 steelhead landed and 2 released intention-
ally.

What a day fighting fish on 9 ft custom rods in 3-5
weight fly rod (Rain Shadow Blanks) built for spin-
ning rod fishing, a good spinning reel, drag set
light with 6lb Ande backing with Seagaur Maxim
flouro-carbon leader in 3 Ib test.

This was my first time ever noodle rodding for
steelies and | had a blast, even managing to land
big fish for the day (sorry Tom).

If you have never been steelhead fishing in therriv
either fall or spring, | would recommend

you try getting a guide (Jim is a good choice) the
first time as it is amazing what you will learn in a
single day.

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No such thing as safe ice, only
safer ice

Various DNR agencies are reminding those who
enjoy such activities that there is no such thing
as safe ice, only safer ice.

Ice fishermen aren’t fair weather fisherman that's
for sure. Anyone unprepared or uninformed is
likely have a date with disaster sometime during
their ice fishing years.

Follow these simple safety rules:

4" of new clear ice is recommended for foot
travel.

if you go by snowmobile or ATV, 5" is the
minimum.

-Don’t consume alcoholic beverages.

Never fish alone, and let someone know
where you are going.

Wear a life jacket under your winter gear; it
will keep you buoyant should you fall through,
and provide additional warmth.

Carry ice picks or ice awls, they will allow you
to pull yourself out of the water and onto the ice.

Should you go through, remain calm. Turn in
the direction you came from. Extend your hands
and arms, forcing the ice picks solidly into the
ice ahead of you. Kick your feet and pull yourself
out onto the ice. Do Not Stand Up! By rolling
away from the hole, you spread out your weight
until you are able to reach solid ice.

Carry a signaling type of whistle; using it may
be the only way to let someone know that you

are in trouble. A cell phone can be a valuable
survival tool but only as long as it remains dry.

Carrying a length of rope also can be useful.

Old fish makes new Great
Lakes comeback

Lake sturgeon, one of the oldest surviving spe-
cies from prehistoric times, is making a small
comeback in the Great Lakes region.

“They've increased about a couple of percent
since their lowest numbers, but at least the
populations aren’'t going down anymore,” said
Bruce Manny, a fishery biologist for the USGS
Great Lakes Science Center in Ann Arbor. The
increase is due in part to a spawning project in
Black Lake, an inland lake in Cheboygan
County. About 40% of the lake sturgeon re-
leased into Black Lake as part of the project sur-
vived their first winter, but Manny said there are
no estimates on the actual number due to a lack
of comprehensive studies.

According to Manny, there are about 2,000 stur-
geon in Lake Erie, 20,000-25,000 in Lake Huron
and 45,000 in Wisconsin's Lake Winnebago.

To aid the turnaround in population, the DNR
enforces extremely restrictive fishing require-
ments for sturgeon, including a special license
and limits on how many fish may be caught and
held per year. Manny describes the fish as an
environmental barometer that can be used to
test the quality of drinking water. “If these fish
can reproduce and thrive, we can say the
source from which we draw our water is safe,”
he said.

“The threat of extinction for European Dipturus
together with mislabeling in fishery statistics
highlight the need for a huge reassessment of
population for the different Dipturus species in
European waters,” concluded Iglésias. “Without
revision and recognition of its distinct status the
