The further away 
from the boat and back the better the production.

The Club fished its first April lake Walleye Tour-
nament last year. We fished within 2 miles of the 
Michigan shore with 30 mile per hour winds 
blowing out of the SW. Still, this Tournament pro-
duced the largest average weight per fish than 
any other Walleye event in 2008 and maybe the 
biggest ever.  In fact the top weight in our first 
2008 Salmon Tournament would have only been 
good enough for third place in this Walleye Tour-
nament.  Yeah, the lake is pretty good in April!  
Imagine what we could do without all that wind! 

The top boat did it with crawler harnesses and 
the other boat that beat the Salmon weight used 
crank baits, so choose your favorite weapon!  
The key to this time of year is run SLOW, 2 mph 
and down, as slow as you can go and maintain 
boat control.  Another key to this time of year is 
run shallow; 22’ is about the deepest I’ve been 
successful in April. The most productive area is 
15’ to 8’.  Even heard of shallower but I haven’t 
figured how to make that work yet. 

In all West Basin Walleye Tournaments all par-
ticipants must leave from and return to a Michi-
gan port.  Open waters include the West Basin of 
Lake Erie west of the Bass Islands and in this 
tournament only, the Detroit River is closed.

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Catching Bull Redfish –  

Gilchrist, Texas 
 

My girlfriend lives down near Galveston Texas, 
providing an excellent opportunity to do a little 
shoreline fishing when I go to visit.  So last 
week while I was there I went to Rollover pass 
(at Gilchrist which Hurricane Ike wiped out last 
year).  I was using an 8’6” medium action Ugly 
Stick with a Mitchell 225 reel loaded with 30lb 
power pro, using a 3 ounce sliding weight rig 
(heavy current), a #1 flounder hook, fishing 
frozen shrimp and squid from the shoreline.  In 
three days of fishing during a rising tide, we 
managed to land 20 Redfish http://
www.fish4fun.com/reddrum.htm , 24”- 40” long 
(biggest was over 20lbs), 4 Black Drum, 
cousin to the Redfish (one over 55” using a 

mullet head on a larger 3/0 – 4/0 circle hook) 
and a dozen Whiting (think Great Lakes White-
fish 1-2 lb in size, yummy). 

Of course we managed to keep and eat a few 
of those delicious Whiting and Redfish.  Prepa-
ration for both was to soak overnight in cold 
salted water, a little buttermilk for 2-3 hours be-
fore cooking.  Then baked simply with Tex-Joy 
seasoning, lemon, butter, salt, pepper and a 
touch of fresh Garlic, drool, drool! 

Here are several pieces of advice for rookies 
when fishing the Texas Gulf-Shore.  Where big 
fish are common, get a fishing rod that has a 
longer butt end for leverage as that big Drum 
beat the daylights out of me with the smaller 
Midwestern style rod.  Second, to keep the bait 
thieves from taking the shrimp so easily, take a 
whole squid, gut and remove the cartilage in 
the body, then slide a shrimp inside the squid 
body before putting your hook through your 
bait.  Makes it much tougher to pull the shrimp 
off, especially when the crabs are active.  
Third, if you want a chance at a bigger fish, any 
cut bait such as a small fish or mullet, always 
use the fish head on a bigger circle hook, or 
half a crab if you caught a crab!  Fourth, unless 
you are on the beach, a long handle net, drop 
net, or gaff with over a 4ft reach is necessary, 
just like pier fishing on the Great Lakes.  Fifth, 
best time to fish is when the tide is moving.  
Sixth and last, the really bigger fish are prone 
to have passengers, so the smaller fish are the 
prime choice to eat! Good luck if you go to 
Texas and have a chance at some bullishly 
powerful fun catching Bull Reds (Redfish) and 
big Black Drum on the Texas gulf coast. 

Next trip down to Texas, we will be going deep 
sea fishing so hopefully will have a detailed re-
port hopefully describing some King Mackerel 
and Red Snapper adventures.

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HURON VALLEY 2009 TOURNAMENT RULES 
 

MEMBERS-Any boat participating in a tournament must have at least one Huron Valley Steelheader member, 
in good standing, on board.  A new member must have joined prior to the starting time of the tournament.   

ENTRY FEES-Entry fee will be $10 per person ($5 toward lunch, $5 toward prizes).  Children not needing a 
license under DNR rules pay no fees.  Mandatory $5 per boat per day BIG FISH JACKPOT.  All fees must be 
paid to Port Chairman before weighing in fish.  Joint Salmon/Walleye Tournaments will be $15 per person ($5 
food, $5 Salmon prize, $5 Walleye prize and $10 per boat per day BIG FISH JACKPOT split between species).  
Optional $5 per boat, 2-day total weight jackpot, one-person limit weighed each day. 

REGISTRATION-Please sign up at the membership meeting prior to the tournament.  Late entries or cancella-
tions for Walleye Tournaments can be made PRIOR TO THE STARTING TIME OF THE TOURNAMENT by 
contacting the port chairman, tournament chairman, or other designated contact persons.  For Salmon Tourna-
ments, the deadline is the Sunday before the tournament.  All Captains must check in with the Port Chairman 
by 9:00am each Tournament Day. 

NO SHOWS-If a boat is a no show, a fee of $5.00 per person will be assessed.  Members in arrears will not be 
allowed to participate in any event until all arrearages are paid. 

WALLEYE TOURNAMENT RESTRICTIONS-Participants of Walleye Tournaments must leave from and return 
to a Michigan Port.  The Detroit River Walleye Tournament is restricted to the waters of the Detroit River Only.  
The April Lake Walleye Tournament is restricted to the waters of Lake Erie’s West Basin only. DNR defines the 
division of the Detroit River and Lake Erie as waters north of Celeron Island are the Detroit River, south are 
Lake Erie. 

STARTING TIME-Salmon tournaments will start at 5:00am.  Walleye tournaments will start at 7am.  (Ladies 
day-8am.)  Participants may leave port but MUST NOT SET LINES before the starting time.   

ENDING TIME-Salmon tournaments will end at 1:00pm-Saturdays and noon-Sundays.  Walleye tournaments 
will end at 1:00pm both Saturday and Sunday.  (Ladies Day 2:00pm.)  Port chairman can alter times prior to 
the start of the tournament. 

WEIGH IN-Begins one hour after ending time for Salmon Tournaments and 1 ½ hour after ending time for 
Walleye Tournaments.  Only fish caught that day may be brought to the weigh-in.  Weigh-in may begin sooner 
if all participants are present.  Coolers containing fish to be weighed must be in line by the Weigh In time.  Tar-
diness will be penalized at 5 points for each 15-minutes late (unless authorized by port chairman).  More than 
one hour late (without approval of port chairman) will result in disqualification for that day. 

CANCELLATIONS-CHANGES-All decisions will be made by the port chairman with the safety of all partici-
pants in mind.  At least 3 boats must fish at least 2 hours to constitute a tournament.  At least 3 boats must fish 
at least 2 hours of each day of a tournament for fish caught that day to be counted in the tournament results.  
Any boat withdrawing due to adverse weather conditions, small craft advisory or mechanical failure will be 
charged no prize fees for that day.  Any boat withdrawing or unable to attend the weigh in will notify the port 
chairman. 

SAFTEY-All Coast Guard required equipment must be on board. 

SPECIES-Salmon tournaments-Atlantic, Chinook, Coho, Pink, Brown Trout, Lake Trout, Steelhead, Splake.  
Walleye tournaments - Walleye only.  18-inch minimum for Salmon (except Pink-no size limit) Walleye 15 
inches.  West Basin tournaments are limited to waters of Lake Erie west of the Bass Islands and the Detroit 
River.  All DNR rules apply except- a maximum of 9 rods per boat in Salmon tournaments and 8 rods per boat 
for Walleye tournaments. 

SCORING-A maximum of 5 Salmon or one-person daily Walleye limit may be scored each day.  5 points per 
salmon or 3 points per walleye plus one point per pound will determine the total score for that day.  This  
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score will determine the order of finish.  In a 2-day tournament, the best one-day score will be used to determine 
position.  In case of a tie in points, the best, one day, total weight will determine the order of finish.  PORT 
CHAIRMEN - MAKE SURE TO TURN IN SCORING SHEETS TO DAVE VARITEK. 

CAPTAIN OF THE YEAR-Salmon captain and Walleye captain of the year will be determined by a skippers fin-
ishes in each category.  1 point will be awarded for each Huron Valley Club participating boat that a Captain 
finishes ahead in each tournament.   Captain finishing with the most points is CAPTAIN OF THE YEAR in that 
category. 

PRIZES-Will be based on total entries, 100% payback of prize fees.  Distribution of prize money as below: Big 
Fish Jackpot-Paid to heaviest fish that day (100% payback).

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DNR Will Continue Limited Walleye Pro-
duction in 2009  

The Department of Natural Resources will continue 
limited production of walleye fry for the 2009 sea-
son as a precaution against spreading viral hemor-
rhagic septicemia (VHS) into inland waters, fisher-
ies officials announced today. 

“We still don’t have all the information we’d like on 
VHS,” said Gary Whelan, DNR fish production 
manager. “We’d rather be cautious than risk being 
a vector for spreading this disease.” 

VHS has been found in various parts of the Great 
Lakes and connecting waterways, which is where 
the best walleye broodstock sources are located. 

Fisheries staffers will take eggs and milt from wall-
eyes in the Muskegon River and Little Bay de Noc. 
The Saginaw Bay/Tittabawassee strain will not be 
used again this year. Only the Thompson State 
Fish Hatchery will be used to incubate eggs as it 
maintains a separate facility that will prevent the 
spread of potential VHS into steelhead-rearing fa-
cilities should infection occur. In addition, fisheries 
staffers will evaluate the feasibility of rearing addi-
tional walleye at private and tribal facilities. 

Walleye egg-take will be spaced out over several 
weeks to maximize production, which will still be 
limited to six million fry if the outside facilities are 
not used.  Fry spend only three to five days at the 
hatchery before being transferred to off-site rearing 
ponds which require a large amount of DNR effort. 
Many external walleye rearing ponds exist through-
out the state, but only those that are non-drainable 
will be used for rearing in 2009. 

Currently, there is no proven method for disinfect-
ing walleye eggs. All adult brood stock will be 
tested for VHS, as will samples of walleye fry and 
fingerlings before they are stocked. Fingerlings will 
be stocked only in inland lakes in 2009 that have 
no inlets or outlets or into lakes with direct con-
nections to the Great Lakes. No fingerlings will 
be stocked in the Lake Superior watershed. 
Thus, the program will be the same as was used 
in 2008, but is much expanded from 2007 when 
DNR did not raise any walleye statewide. 

“If we can develop an effective method of disin-
fecting walleye eggs, we can increase production 
in the future,” Whelan said. “In the meantime, 
we’d prefer to err on the side of caution rather 
than risk spreading VHS to new waters.”
