Region Il is
still a two-day tournament.

REGION 3WALLEYE TOURNAMENT
RULES

18" ANNUAL WALLEYE FISHING TOURNAMENT OPEN TO ALL MSSFA MEMBERS

1. LOCATION OF TOURNAMENT: Tournament participants may fish in Ohio or Michigan waters for
Walleye only. A legal fishing license is required for the area of fishing. All participants must leave
from and return to a Michigan Port by water.

DNR rules apply. Fishing rods per person, and number of fish per person.

2. STARTING AND ENDING TIMES: 7:00 a.m. until 1:00 p.m. OFFICIAL after 2 Hours from start.

3. ENTRY FEE: $10.00 per fisherperson, ($5.00 for prize money, $5.00 luncheon).

The single entry fee of $10.00 entitles each person to fish on Saturday or Sunday, or both scheduled

days. If a person can only fish on Saturday or Sunday, the same single fee applies. A luncheon will
be provided for each day of the tournament at the weigh-in.

4. ENTRY FEE DEADLINE: NO LATER THAN THE FRIDAY BEFORE THE TOURNAMENT.

5. MANDATORY BIG FISH: (Walleye Only) $5.00 per boat each day. The cash award will be given to
the winner of the biggest walleye on each day.

6. WEIGH-IN TIME: 2:00 p.m. Absolute deadline is 2:00 p.m.

WEIGH-IN LOCATION: Luna Pier Harbour Club, 10420 S. Harold Dr. Luna Pier, Michigan.

8. PRIZE WINNER DETERMINATIONS: Each entered boat's heaviest one-day weight for a Michigan,
one-day, one person walleye limit will be used to determine finish. Only walleye may be weighed.

9. PRIZES: Determined by the number of entries. See the prize distribution list as defined in the Huron
Valley Tournament Rules listed below. 100 percent pay back of prize money.

10. POSTPONEMENT: If a postponement occurs on Saturday, due to weather or other unforeseen cir-
cumstance, the tournament will be conducted on Sunday. If the tournament is canceled, NO lunch-
eon will be served.

11. COMMUNICATIONS: Marine FM Channel 9, then switch to Channel 71. Communications regarding
the tournament will be given on Channel 9. Channel 16 is now reserved for emergency use only.

12. One crewmember must be a member of a MSSFA chapter no later than the entry deadline of the Fri-
day before the tournament. Captains and additional crewmembers need not be members of MSSFA.

All decisions not covered by the above mentioned ru les will be determined by the rules commit-
tee. All rules committee decisions are final.

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Detroit River Walleye Tournament Report

We finally got a nice day to fish on Sat. the 18th. Sunny skies, light SW winds and good visibility for jigging
in the river. The last few weeks have been nothing but NE winds, muddy water, and lots of rain.

The lake for the most part has been un-fishable. The best reports | had were coming from the north part of
the river, up by Great Lakes Steel, the Ambassador Bridge, and Belanger Park. Wyandotte was producing
walleye as was the Trenton Channel. The 8 boats in our tournament covered the river from the Ambassa-
dor Bridge to as far south as Celeron Island.

The winning basket of 5 walleye weighed a hefty 27.65 Ibs. The fish were caught jigging the old standard
chartreuse head and chartreuse twister tail tipped with a big minnow. 5/8 oz without stinger hooks. The
walleye were really slamming the jigs, usually swallowing them. The biggest walleye weighed in was a 31
inch hog that went 10.10 Ibs and was a spawned out female. Two weeks earlier and that same fish might
have went close to twelve pounds. It was caught by Kenny Semak on the Guppy. Congratulations Kenny, a
real trophy.

Weigh-in was at Erie Metro Park back by the wave pool. Nice pavilion and plenty of room. Have a great
