RULES

18" ANNUAL WALLEYE FISHING TOURNAMENT OPEN TO ALL MSSFA MEMBERS

LOCATION OF TOURNAMENT: Tournament participants may fish in Ohio or Michigan waters for
Walleye only. A legal fishing license is required for the area of fishing. All participants must leave
from and return to a Michigan Port by water.

DNR rules apply. Fishing rods per person, and number of fish per person.

STARTING AND ENDING TIMES: 7:00 a.m. until 1:00 p.m. OFFICIAL after 2 Hours from start.

ENTRY FEE: $10.00 per fisherperson, ($5.00 for prize money, $5.00 luncheon).

The single entry fee of $10.00 entitles each person to fish on Saturday or Sunday, or both scheduled
days. If a person can only fish on Saturday or Sunday, the same single fee applies. A luncheon will
be provided for each day of the tournament at the weigh-in.

ENTRY FEE DEADLINE: NO LATER THAN THE FRIDAY BEFORE THE TOURNAMENT.

MANDATORY BIG FISH: (Walleye Only) $5.00 per boat each day. The cash award will be given to
the winner of the biggest walleye on each day.

WEIGH-IN TIME: 2:00 p.m. Absolute deadline is 2:00 p.m.

WEIGH-IN LOCATION: Luna Pier Harbour Club, 10420 S. Harold Dr. Luna Pier, Michigan.

PRIZE WINNER DETERMINATIONS: Each entered boat's heaviest one-day weight for a Michigan,
one-day, one person walleye limit will be used to determine finish. Only walleye may be weighed.
PRIZES: Determined by the number of entries. See the prize distribution list as defined in the Huron
Valley Tournament Rules listed below. 100 percent pay back of prize money.

POSTPONEMENT: If a postponement occurs on Saturday, due to weather or other unforeseen cir-
cumstance, the tournament will be conducted on Sunday.

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Salmon in Schools Program was successful!

As noted in a previous newsletter, our club decided to join in after we were contacted last year by a
Teacher from Creative Montessori Center in Trenton, Ml that they were interested in participating.
Well, the kids, teachers, parents and all who were involved must have done something right, be-
cause on May 9", the kid's turned loose the salmon fingerlings in the Huron River, Huroc Park in
Flatrock MI.

All told, we counted almost 40 kids, most had both parents in attendance, the teachers from Crea-
tive Montessori, and some of our club members. Enough that there were clearly over 110 people
involved in the release, even garnering an article in the local downriver newspaper. Billie Jo Cruz,
Joe Roehler and kids and the other teachers brought the salmon fingerlings along with a PVC pipe
and clear cups to allow the kids each to release a fingerling.

All told of 189 eggs | believe, the kids were able to raise the salmon smolt to over 4” in length and
release 95 live salmon fingerlings! In fact from a later conversation, this might be the most success-
ful of all the first year projects this year, but will have to wait till the DNR can confirm those bragging
rights. Either way, way to go kids! All one had to do was be there to see how interested and in-
volved these kids ranging mostly from 3-8 years old were. Something rare to see with all the distrac-
tions in today’s fast paced world!
