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Fishing on Hammerhead Charters 
in the Niagara Pro-AM  

 
Well, after almost a years delay, we were able to 
go and fish with one of our vendors from the 2008 
show, Jim Piano of Hammerhead Lures/Charters 
out of Wilson NY. We contracted with Jim to fish 
for 3 days and participate in the Pro-Am Salmon 
tournament in the Pro Division. All told there were 
more than 78 boats, of which 45 were in the Pro 
division. 

Fishing in a big money tournament is something 
different altogether than what most of our club 
members are used to. The rules as well are fol-
lowed to the tee, pro boats having official paid ob-
servers on board, first 12 legal fish in the boat are 
all you can land (no culling) drained coolers, no 
cubed ice in the cooler, etc….. As well this is evi-
denced by the disqualification of a Pro division 
boat for bringing in an undersized Atlantic salmon 
to the weigh in on Saturday (in NY, minimum 
length is 25”). Not only was the team disqualified 
for the entire weekend, the local DNR was called. 
Kinda expensive mistake for not knowing what you 
were catching eh? 

Well, how did we do you ask, not bad, considering 
the conditions had cooled temperature wise, 
waves not too bad, a cold front had come through 
and predominantly east winds made for a more 
difficult time for fishing. The Kings were there, but 
in small scattered groups, and more Coho around 
than anything. All told we only boxed 5 fish of the 
12 needed Saturday and 12 on Sunday to place 
23rd out of 45 pro-division Boats. Hind sight is 50-
50 and if we had concentrated more on Coho Sat-
urday, we could have placed in the top 10, well 
within the money. 

The reason I mention this is important if one 
wishes to consider doing what we did in a big 
money tournament ($12,000 first prize). Important 
because if you are an experienced fisherman, 
maybe something you know will help the Captain 
to change tactics and try something different. Tac-
tics in big tournament fishing is a multi variable 
problem, with multiple solutions depending on the 
conditions, and rules and how you apply your 

knowledge. Many tournaments have been won 
simply because you found the small school of 
slightly bigger fish and pounded that spot. Big 
tournaments have been won simply because a 
boat boxed the limit (12 fish) of 4 lb Coho’s 
both days. Others because the skipper tried 
something different (Secret Weapon Rig) or 
went in shallow water 20ft or less whereas 
everyone else went to 200ft deep water, or 
maybe, just plain luck! 

As we had never fished with Capt Jim, we did-
n’t know how he and his first mate liked to fish 
in detail, what program and setups are normal, 
or what are their go too techniques for when 
the fishing gets tough! Having that discussion 
about tactics made all the difference for us on 
Sunday in what worked and how we changed 
our presentations and targeted fish holding 
areas. But alas, it was a discussion that was a 
day too late! So truly, when it comes to fishing 
with a new Captain in a big tournament, or our 
club tournament, the only dumb question, is 
the one you never ask!  

All told, we had fun and a good time, and will 
probably look at doing something like this 
again in the future. To contact Jim Piano and 
get an opportunity to land some big fish in 
Lake Ontario, just go to http://
www.hammerheadchartersandtackle.com/ or 
call 585-315-7222 as Jim has moved to his 
summer charter area around Rochester NY. 

John Nelson, Bob Bilski, and Ron Delk 
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Deep sea fishing on the New 
Bucanneer, Galveston Texas! 

 

As I mentioned in an earlier newsletter, I did get the 
opportunity to go do some deep sea fishing off of 
Galveston, TX this last week in pursuit of the tasty 
Red Snapper. The red snapper commonly inhabits 
waters from 30 to 200 ft (10 to 60 m), but can be 
caught as deep as 300 ft (100 m) or more on occa-
sion. They stay relatively close to the bottom, and 
inhabit rocky bottom, ledges, ridges, and artificial 
reefs, including offshore oil rigs and shipwrecks. 

Our 12 hr trip started at 7:30am and took us nearly 4 
hrs to travel almost 50 miles out to the charters se-
cret red snapper spots (no gps or loran allowed on 
your person). These guys guard their prime red snap-
per spots more religiously than a person’s secret fly 
fishing stream in the UP! The boat of course provided 
bait and tackle, but if you go out, experience shows 
that it is best to bring a box or two of Spanish sar-
dines along to use along with the squid the charter 
provided for bait. We hooked the sardines through 
the eyes and let the bait down to the bottom, then 
reeled up a few cranks so it was just off the bottom. 
Snappers are not finicky and will really whack the 
bait.  

However, recent changes make fishing for these crit-
ters a little more difficult to catch. Gone are the days 
of 10 to 25 fish limits. Federal law has really cracked 
down on the red snapper take and season such that 
in Federal waters, red snapper must be 16” minimum 
length to keep and only two keepers per day, from 
June 1 st to probably August 1st (flexible close date). 
As it was, my girl friend and I managed to land over 
34 red snapper, of which 8 were legal size; we kept 
our 4 between 8-15lbs. I hate to admit it, but it was 
her first time deep sea fishing and yes, she caught 
the biggest of the fish we landed (beginners luck as 
usual even though I landed 26 of the 34 fish, see 
photo). There were a couple incidental catches as 
well with some Lane Snapper (yellow fins and side 
bars) and Vermillion snapper also in the catch, as 
well as a 40lb Cobia (Ling or Lemon fish to the locals, 
see picture), and a few sharks. 

One thing to remember is that we were fishing 
deep water, which means that in order to re-
lease the fish without harm, one must deflate 
the fish swim bladder as that tends to over ex-
pand when the fish are reeled in. Not properly 
deflating the fish bladder kills the fish as they 
can not adjust to the sudden pressure changes 
and will die. As per the Florida Sea Grant web-
s i t e  h t t p : / / s a l t f i s h in g . a b o u t . c om / o d /
catchandrelease/a/aa061220a.htm , do not 
puncture the distended stomach lining from the 
fish’s mouth. However, just behind the pectoral 
fin, using a hollow 16 gauge needle, ice pick or 
similar device, pierce the side of the fish until 
you hear a release of air, then you can release 
the fish. Doing so will ensure a larger portion of 
released fish survive the encounter, especially 
as 26 of the snapper we caught, were not legal 
length! 

Last but not least, the recipe which we cooked 
the snapper and it was delicious, Red Snapper 
Ponchatrain! I don’t see why you couldn’t do the 
same for Walleye either!  (on page 10).

Four eight ounce de-skinned, de-boned red snap-
per fillets 
1 cup egg wash (1 egg/1 cup milk) 
1 cup seasoned flour (1 teaspoon Creole season-
ing added to flour) 
1 pound jumbo lump crabmeat (check and remove 
residue shell fragments) 
1 pound jumbo raw shrimp (peeled, de-tailed, de-
veined, and butterflied) 
1/4 cup diced green onions 
1/2 cup sliced button mushrooms 
1 tablespoon minced fresh parsley leaves 
8 ounces garlic butter (4 ounces for sautéed 
shrimp/crab mixture and 4 ounces for pan frying 
snapper) 
1/2 cup white wine 
2 cups Hollandaise sauce (Knorr’s instant will suf-
fice) 
1/2 cup grated parmesan cheese 
Two large sauté skillets 
Three medium size mixing bowls 
Four entree platters 
Procedure:  
1. Prep egg wash, seasoned flour, and Knorr’s 
Instant Hollandaise Sauce in their individual mix-
ing bowls. 
2. Place red snapper fillets in egg wash and soak 
for five minutes. 
3. Afterwards, add 4 ounces garlic butter to each 
sauté skillet and heat to desired temperature over 
medium heat. 
4. Meantime, coat each red snapper fillet thor-
oughly in seasoned flour, lightly shaking off loose 
residue. 

5. To one heated skillet, place red snapper fillets, 
meaty side face down, pan frying till golden brown 
on each side (four to five minutes per side), then 
turn off heat. 
6. Meanwhile, in the second heated skillet, add 
shrimp, mushrooms, and green onions, sauté till 
shrimp turn white and firm to touch, then gently 
fold in jumbo lump crabmeat (as not to tear apart 
lump crab, leaving body meat whole and solid), 
heating two minutes, then splash in white wine, 
flash steaming for one minute, then turn off heat. 
7. Place each golden brown snapper fillet, meaty 
side face up, on their individual entree platter. 
8. Now evenly divide sautéed lump crabmeat/
shrimp mixture and top over each golden brown 
snapper fillet. 
9. Now top each snapper entree with hollandaise 
sauce, lacing over full length, then coat each gen-
erously with parmesan cheese, thus creating Red 
Snapper Ponchatrain.
