That is probably one of the reasons the walleye 
have stayed in so close to the west basin this 
season so take advantage of this if you can!  

Don’t know if Steve Gardiner got a note into the 
newsletter, but mother nature as I mentioned is 
boss, and we didn’t get much fishing in the last 
weekend of July at the first Erieau outing, much 
less a tournament. Although watching a bunch 
of grown men casting for bluegills, perch, and 
some crappie off the dock at Mel’s marina was 
entertaining! 

Speaking of Mother Nature and safety, there 
seems to have been quite a few accidents on 
the water this spring and summer.

All four were found 
within two days, cold, tired, wet, but alive.  The 
Great Lakes are among the toughest, most dan-
gerous waters in the world when Mother Nature 
gets grumpy, so as a reminder, one can never 
be too prepared for our boating safety as we 
well know!

Several of us have called, 
and both the US Border Patrol and Canadian 
customs noted, that as long as you have your 
receipt for your EDL (Enhanced Drivers li-
cense),

From what I’ve 
read the emerald shiner 
population has rebounded 
strongly and I don’t know 
about you but was there a 
mayfly hatch this year?  
Maybe a weak one.  Unlike 
past years when we were 

catching walleye stuffed with mayfly larvae we 
didn’t see a single one this year.  I don’t even 
remember a single boat on the radio complain-
ing about the mayfly hatch as a reason the 
eye’s weren’t biting, another first as far as I can 
remember.  I am kind of thinking that maybe it’s 
why spoons and body baits are doing as well 
as if not better than crawlers for the first time in 
about a decade.  I mention this in the prospect 
it may help you figure out how to fill the cooler 
on your next west basin trip. 

That was a great fish fry!

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Officials Want to Wait on Setting 
Walleye Limits

The daily bag limit for Lake Erie walleye might be 
cut in 2010, but Ohio's fishermen might have to 
wait until spring to get the official news.  

With Lake Erie's walleye population perilously close 
to 15 million, a level so low it is classified as a crisis 
mode, the Ohio Division of Wildlife might restrict 
sport anglers in 2010 to stay within recommenda-
tions from the Lake Erie Committee of the Great 
Lakes Fishery Commission. The LEC sets the lake 
wide total allowable catch of walleye for Ontario 
and the states bordering Lake Erie at its annual 
meeting in March. 

Ohio wildlife officials have proposed waiting to set 
bag limits until May 1 for 2010. If the change is ap-
proved by the Ohio legislature, fisheries experts will 
use the latest population information and LEC rec-
ommendations next March to set limits and make 
last-minute changes. In past years, fishing regula-
tions for subsequent years have been worked out in 
July and posted Jan. 1. 

The LEC estimated the walleye population at 18.5 
million last March, putting the walleye population in 
rehabilitation mode. That level allowed Ohio to con-
tinue its daily bag limit of six walleye - four during 
the spring spawning season - and stay within the 
Ohio allocation of 1.25 million walleye. Lake Erie 
Fisheries Supervisor Jeff Tyson expects the wall-
eye population to decline to about 15.5 million 
heading into 2010 because of poor reproduction 
over the past decade. If the population estimate 
stays above 15 million, no changes are expected.  

"If the LEC estimates show the lake wide walleye 
population is under 15 million, we will be in crisis 
mode. Ohio will need to cut the daily bag limit to 
stay in compliance with LEC recommendations," 
said Tyson. In crisis mode, Ohio's share for 2010 
would be cut to about 800,000 walleye.  

Cutting the daily wall-
eye bag limit would 
be a last resort. If 
fishermen are only 
allowed four or five 
walleye per day dur-
ing the summer 
months, the lower 
limit could put a ma-
jor damper on the 
fishing. That would 
affect the fishing 
charters and many 

other businesses along the Ohio shoreline.  

"We want the new system in place so we don't 
have to use a crystal ball when setting regula-
tions," Tyson said. "We'll have information from 
the August surveys on Lake Erie, which are 
made at 70 to 80 locations around all of west-
ern Lake Erie, not the small sampling we make 
in just Ohio waters through July."

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Sturgeon reproduction documented 
at Fighting Island Reef  

Walleye and lake whitefish also spawning at 
reef - We built it and they have come!  

Last year, in a unique U.S.-Canada partnership, a 
lake sturgeon spawning reef was built off Fighting 
Island in the Detroit River. Now it has been con-
firmed that sturgeon are spawning on the reef. 
They also found an endangered species �  the 
northern madtom. 

Lake sturgeon have spawned four times on the 
reef constructed last year at the head of Fighting 
Island! This is the first time in 30 years that 
spawning by lake sturgeon, a threatened species 
in both Michigan and Ontario, has been confirmed 
in the Canadian waters of the Detroit River. The 
new spawning reef, constructed at Fighting Island 
in October 2008, was celebrated as the first Can-
ada-US funded fish habitat restoration project in 
the Great Lakes. The strong partnership between 
our nations and the dedication of everyone in-
volved in protecting our shared natural resources 
made this project a reality. The sturgeon popula-
tion in the Detroit River is estimated to be about 
1% of its former abundance. Over the past cen-
tury, fish in the Detroit River have been greatly 
reduced by channelization, loss of coastal wet-
lands, filling/armoring of shorelines, water pollu-
tion, and dredging of the limestone bedrock that 
served as spawning habitat for lake sturgeon and 
other native fish species. Scientists determined, 
based on three previous reef projects in both Ca-
nadian and U.S. waters, that they could build new 
spawning habitat using various types of materials, 
such as broken limestone rock, to enhance repro-
duction of sturgeon and other fish. The finding of 
fertilized sturgeon eggs at Fighting Island indi-
cates that this restoration strategy is yielding very 
positive results, and that this small, remnant 
population of native lake sturgeon may one day 
be restored to a higher level of abundance in the 
Detroit River. 

Walleye and Lake Whitefish have also spawned 
on the reef, demonstrating that the constructed 
spawning habitat is enhancing populations of 

Other exciting news at the Fighting Island reef 
was the discovery of several Northern madtom, a 
fish that is endangered in Michigan and Ontario 
and never before confirmed in the mid-reaches of 
the Detroit River. Madtom were also discovered 
on the spawning reef constructed at Belle Isle in 
2004, indicating that this type of habitat restora-
tion is of value for sustaining threatened and en-
dangered native fish. It is critical that scientists 
continue to monitor the reef for at least 2 years to 
document use of the spawning habitat by other 
valuable native fish.
