The Captain’s meeting was held in late October to 
decide the 2010 fishing program.  Not too many 
changes to report but here are a few of the more 
notable. 

The Captain’s voted to open all the West Basin 
tournaments to both the river and lake boats.  This 
change only affects a couple of early tournaments 
established a few years ago.  Other than these se-
lect tournaments West Basin Walleye tournaments 
have always been open to both the river and the 
lake boats. 

The Ladies Day tournament has been reduced to 
just an outing and will not count toward the Captain 
of the Year award. 

Equipment requirements have been expanded to 
require a marine radio or cell phone on all partici-
pating boats.  Likely only the river boats are af-
fected.  The thinking was not everyone has a ma-
rine radio but most people have cell phones these 
days.  The requirement to communicate with the 
Port Chairman was implemented last year.  This 
will be enforced more stringently in 2010 and the 
cell phone/marine radio requirement provides for 
this.  The ability to communicate with the Port 
Chairman was introduced in the interest of safety. 

There are additional changes, please see page 8 
for the complete 2010 tournament rules.  Before 
next year’s fishing season starts however we have 
our great Christmas Party, see you all there!

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Lake Erie Walleye Update

Each year the biologists who work at Lake Erie 
wait until fall to see what Mother Nature has pro-
vided. 

So much rides on how the walleye and perch 
hatches turn out each season. Will they be as 
great as the record 2003 hatch? Will they be as 
bad as the 2002 hatch?  Realistically, biologists 
probably hope the numbers will fall somewhere in 
the middle. 

The economy of the Lake Erie region has strong 
ties to the fishing industry, especially sport fishing. 
Charter businesses, restaurants, motels, gas sta-
tions, bait shops and just about every other type of 
small business depends on a strong tourist busi-
ness. 

When there are fewer walleyes to be caught, all 
business is affected. When walleyes are plentiful, 
business booms. 

In recent years, anglers have lived on the 2003 
hatch. Those fish, now 6 years old and measuring 
22-plus inches, are starting to be used up. Those 
fish and a decent number of 2007 class fish domi-
nate the lake. According to Ohio Division of Wild-
life estimates last spring, there were approximately 
7 million ’03 walleyes available and 8 million ’07s. 

The ’07s were mostly too small to keep (under 15 
inches), but will be 16 inches or more in 2010. So 
not only should there still be a significant number 
of 22- to 24-inch fish available next year, but there 
will be a large number of 16-inchers as well.  
That’s not bad for the immediate future, but what 
about beyond that? 

That’s where the current hatch comes in, and, un-
fortunately, the news isn’t that great. 

“It was a below-average hatch,” said Roger Knight, 
head of the Lake Erie research unit for the Division 
of Wildlife. “But the good news is that it wasn’t a 
zero. It wasn’t a 2002. But it was well below the 
long-term average and was generally similar to the 
2005 and 2008 hatches.” 

If you are interested in raw numbers, this year’s 

August trawling produced the following: walleye 
5.5 fish per hectare. The average (1990-2008) 
was 35; 2008 was 7.6 and 2005 was 3.2.  The 
2009 numbers for yellow perch were: 186 fish per 
hectare. The average (1990-2008) was 508.4. 
2008 was 267 and 2006 was 180. 

“No, it wasn’t a stellar year, but it wasn’t as bad 
as 2002 when the index was 0 for walleyes and 
6.4 for perch,” Knight said. 

Probably the most frustrating thing is that those 
who deal with these hatch numbers each year are 
totally helpless to make them better. They have 
no say about how many new fish enter the lake. 
All they can do is suggest regulations for how 
many fish come out. 

Under the new system, the state will not change 
Erie bag limits until May each year. That gives them 
a short window from the time the Lake Erie Commit-
tee of the Great Lakes Fishery Commission issues 
each state (or province) a quota (total allowable 
catch) for the year, sometime in March. If the com-
mittee deems there are fewer fish in the lake, they 
will drop the quotas. If they see more fish, they 
could increase quotas. If, then, the state feels there 
is a danger of exceeding its quota, bag limits go 
down. 

“Right now it’s hard to say what will happen,” Knight 
observed. “We’ll just have to see where we are 
when the new quotas are announced.” 

He did say that while this year has been good for 
walleye fishing, it’s not likely the current quota will 
be exceeded. 

“There are several factors — the economy and the 
weather, mostly. Fishing has been good, but the 
numbers should be under the quota,” he said. 

While perch fishing has been good, too, many an-
glers report catching mostly small fish.  “There are a 
lot of ’07 perch out there that are 6-7 inches this 
year,” Knight said. “As the water gets colder, the 
older fish will move back into the Western Basin. 
Younger fish do better in warmer water.” 

Knight also said a large number of ’03 walleyes 
are schooled up off of Huron and will be heading 
west over the next month or two. 

 “The 2009 hatches will contribute to the walleye 
and perch harvests in 2011-12, but we don’t ex-
pect them to be in large numbers,” Knight said.

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HURON VALLEY 2010 TOURNAMENT RULES 
 

MEMBERS-Any boat participating in a tournament must have at least one Huron Valley Sportfishing Club mem-
ber, in good standing, on board.  A new member must have joined prior to the starting time of the tournament.   

ENTRY FEES-Entry fee will be $10 per person ($5 toward lunch, $5 toward prizes).  Children not needing a 
license under DNR rules pay no fees.  Mandatory $5 per boat per day BIG FISH JACKPOT.  All fees must be 
paid to Port Chairman before weighing in fish.  Joint Salmon/Walleye Tournaments will be $15 per person ($5 
food, $5 Salmon prize, $5 Walleye prize and $10 per boat per day BIG FISH JACKPOT split between species).. 

REGISTRATION-Please sign up at the membership meeting prior to the tournament.  Late entries or cancella-
tions for Walleye Tournaments can be made PRIOR TO THE STARTING TIME OF THE TOURNAMENT by 
contacting the port chairman, tournament chairman, or other designated contact persons.  For Salmon Tourna-
ments, the deadline is the Sunday before the tournament.  All Captains must check in with the Port Chairman by 
9:00am each Tournament Day. 

NO SHOWS-If a boat is a no show, a fee of $5.00 per person will be assessed.  Members in arrears will not be 
allowed to participate in any event until all arrearages are paid. 

WALLEYE TOURNAMENT RESTRICTIONS-Participants of Walleye Tournaments must leave from and return 
to a Michigan Port. 

STARTING TIME-Salmon tournaments will start at 5:00am.  Walleye tournaments will start at 7am.  (Ladies 
day-8am.)  Participants may leave port but MUST NOT SET LINES before the starting time. The Port Chairman 
may start ½ hour early but must quit ½ hour early to allow for food preparations. 

ENDING TIME-Salmon tournaments will end at 1:00pm-Saturdays and noon-Sundays.  Walleye tournaments 
will end at 1:00pm both Saturday and Sunday.  (Ladies Day 2:00pm.)  Port chairman can alter times prior to the 
start of the tournament.  See above for Walleye Ending time exception for Port Chairman. 

WEIGH IN-Begins one hour after ending time for Salmon Tournaments and 1 ½ hour after ending time for Wall-
eye Tournaments.  Only fish caught that day may be brought to the weigh-in.  Weigh-in may begin sooner if all 
participants are present.  Coolers containing fish to be weighed must be in line by the Weigh In time.  Tardiness 
will be penalized at 5 points for each 15-minutes late (unless authorized by port chairman).  More than one hour 
late (without approval of port chairman) will result in disqualification for that day. 

CANCELLATIONS-CHANGES-All decisions will be made by the port chairman with the safety of all participants 
in mind.  At least 3 boats must fish at least 2 hours to constitute a tournament.  At least 3 boats must fish at 
least 2 hours of each day of a tournament for fish caught that day to be counted in the tournament results.  Any 
boat withdrawing due to adverse weather conditions, small craft advisory or mechanical failure will be charged 
no fees for that day.  Any boat withdrawing or unable to attend the weigh in will notify the port chairman. 

SAFTEY-All Coast Guard required equipment must be on board.  All participating boats shall have a marine 
radio or cell phone on board. 

SPECIES-Salmon tournaments-Atlantic, Chinook, Coho, Pink, Brown Trout, Lake Trout, Steelhead,  Walleye 
tournaments - Walleye only.  18-inch minimum for Salmon (except Pink-no size limit) Walleye 15 inches.  West 
Basin tournaments are limited to waters of Lake Erie west of the Bass Islands and the Detroit River.  All DNR 
rules apply except-a maximum limit of 9 rods per boat. 

SCORING-A maximum of 5 Salmon or one-person daily Walleye limit may be scored each day.  5 points per salmon or 3 
points per walleye plus one point per pound will determine the total score for that day.  This score will determine the order 
of finish.  In a 2-day tournament, the best one-day score will be used to determine position.  In case of a tie in points, the 
best, one day, total weight will determine the order of finish.  PORT CHAIRMEN - MAKE SURE TO TURN IN SCOR-
ING SHEETS TO DAVE VARITEK.  
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CAPTAIN OF THE YEAR-Salmon captain and Walleye captain of the year will be determined by a skippers fin-
ishes in each category.  1 point will be awarded for each Huron Valley Fishing Club participating boat that a 
Captain finishes ahead in each tournament.   Captain finishing with the most points is CAPTAIN OF THE YEAR 
in that category.  Ladies Day Tournament has been eliminated as tournament and is now an outing.  All Cap-
tains participating in a Tournament receive one point for participation. 

PRIZES-Will be based on total entries, 100% payback of prize fees.  Distribution of prize money as below: Big 
Fish Jackpot-Paid to heaviest fish that day (100% payback).
