This barrier 
for several years has needed upgrading and 
funding and frankly, the politicians have not 
been upholding their end of the bargain. Pretty 
sure Dave Varitek has an article on this issue in 
the newsletter with the contact information. So 
please call your local Representative or Sena-
tor and urge  

them to pressure the government to support the 
immediate actions needed to stop this invasive 
species from getting into the Great Lakes water-
shed.

White went up north two weeks ago to get the 
salmon egg’s so the Salmon in Schools project 
sponsored by our club has started. I personally am 
looking forward to new pictures and stories from 
this year’s salmon in schools project.

Captain of the Year Chase   
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Asian Carp Emergency:   Excerpts from a note by Dan Keifer. MWS Conservation Ac-
tion Committee Chair.   The news that broke last Friday about the asian carp in the canals and rivers 
outside Chicago told a story that’s going from bad to worse.  Water sampling in the area has revealed 
DNA evidence testing positive for asian carp above the electric barriers and approaching Lake Michigan.  
It’s very clear that the Army Corps of Engineers’ actions to prevent the carp’s entry into the Great Lakes 
just aren’t good enough. 

The only good thing coming out of the news last Friday is a concerted effort by conservation groups to 
call this what it is…ASIAN CARP EMERGENCY DECLARED!   They have called for the immediate clo-
sure of all Illinois gateways and locks leading to Lake Michigan as a last-ditch effort to keep the damn 
fish from invading the Great Lakes. 

The immediate closure of the locks and gateways leading into Lake Michigan is not as unrealistic as it 
seems.  As I understand it, they are used for 1) recreational navigation; and 2) stormwater management 
during wet weather.  Neither of these are necessary uses during the coming winter months.  “Locking 
down the locks” will buy time to investigate the canals further for evidence of the carp, and chemically 
remove them if they are found. 

WHAT YOU CAN DO ABOUT THIS 

Make four phone calls to the people who have the pressure-point on this. Urge them to: 

Tell the Corps to immediately close all controlling locks in Chicago waterways that lead to Lake Michi-
gan.  Tell the Corps to take any and all monitoring and control efforts to keep the Asian carp at bay and 
the Great Lakes safe.  Tell them what this means to you as a Great Lakes angler and boater, that we 
must act today to save the Great Lakes from this devastating invasive species.
